DISCUSSION ITEMS

1. Festival of Whales Parade: Saturday, March 1, 2008
The Youth Board discussed options for the Youth Board’s contribution to the Festival of Whales Parade.  Last year, the Youth Board served as balloon handlers for the inflatable blue whale.  The Youth Board discussed plans to decorate a truck with banners, balloons and to utilize a bubble machine to create a sealife/ocean-awareness float to promote the Magical Migration parade theme.  Staff Advisor Anderson informed the Youth Board that members may also dress in sealife costumes and walk or rollerblade next to the Youth Board float as it travels the parade route.  The Youth Board will discuss this project in more detail at the next Youth Board meeting.
2. Surfing Heritage Museum Tour
At the November 15, 2007 Youth Board meeting, Chairperson Miyazono discussed the prospect of touring the existing Surfing Heritage Museum in San Clemente to give the Youth Board a more thorough understanding of the museum’s mission, vision and philosophy.  Staff Advisor Anderson requested feedback from the Youth Board on their availibility on February 21, 2008 or March 6, 2008.  Given that some of the Youth Board members had scheduling conflicts with the February date, Staff Advisor Anderson will contact Mr. Tom Pezman about coordinating a tour of the Surfing Heritage Museum on Thursday, March 6, 2008.  Staff Advisor Anderson will follow up with the Youth Board once the date has been secured.
3. Household Clean Up Day:  Saturday, February 9, 2008
The City of Dana Point will be teaming up with CR&R to host a Cleanup Day on Saturday, February 9, 2008 from 7:30 a.m. – 2:30 p.m. at Dana Hills High School and Palisades Elementary School.  Youth Board members are welcome to volunteer their time to assist staff in coordinating efforts at either school for residents dropping off bulky items.  The bulky items ( as well as green waste) are accepted free of charge for Dana Point residents by the City’s waste hauler, CR&R.  A tally of those available to volunteer will be taken at the next Youth Board meeting.
