ARE ENCOURAGED TO WEAR FACE COVERINGS AND MAINTAIN SOCIAL
DISTANCING. TEMPERATURE SCREENINGS ARE MANDATORY FOR ALL
PERSONS ENTERING CITY HALL. CITY STAFF IN ATTENDANCE AT THE
MEETING WILL BE COORDINATING ENTRY TO THE CHAMBERS WHEN
