3. 38" Annual Festival of Whales: Event Wayfinders/Ambassadors

The Youth Board and the Youth Board Alternates have been invited to serve as
event Wayfinders during the Festival of Whales. This is an important role that
will welcome and assist visitors coming to Dana Point for the Festival of Whales.
All Wayfinders will be based in convenient locations throughout the Harbor and
Festival area.

Linda Homscheid, PIO for the South Coast Water District, spoke to the Youth
Board Members about the South Coast Water District’'s scholarship program for
graduating seniors that live in the South Coast Water District’s service area entitled
the “Water Scholarship”.

The Board of Directors will read each submitted essay and vote on the scholarship
winners. The South Coast Water District will award up to three $500 scholarships.
